CHAPTER 359.

AN ACT, amendatory of chapter 90 of the laws of 1001, cnti-
tled “An act to reulate the treatment and control of depend-
ent, neglected and delinquent children in counties haring
over one hundred and fifty thousand population,” as amended
by chapter 97 of the laws of 1903, and to make sail acts
applicable to counties having over sixty-five thousand popw
lation.

The people of the stale of Wisconsin, represented in senafe and
assembly, do enact as follows:

Counties in which applicable. Sgcrtiox 1. The provisions
of chapter 90 of the laws of 1901, entitled “An act to regulate
the treatment and control of dependent, neglected and delin-
quent children in connties having over one hundred and fifty
thousand population,” as amended by chapter 97 of the laws of
1903, shall so far as applicable, be in force and applicable to
all cmmtleq in this state, having over sixty-five thonsard popu-
lation as ascertained by the last state, or United States. census:
provided, that in any county havm,r: over sixty-five thousand
population and less than one hundred and fifty thousand popn-
lation, according to said census, the judge of the municipal
court for such county is hereby designated to hear, try and
determine, at snch time and place as he may set apart for such
purpose, all cases coming under said acts and this act, and in
case of the absence, sickness or other disability of such judge.
he shall designate a judge of a eourt of record of such county
whese duty it shall be to act temporarily in his place.

SectroN 2. This act shall take effect and be in foree from
and after its passage and publication.
