CHAPTER 317.

AN ACT to amend chapter 19 of the laws of 1905, entitled ‘‘ An
act creating a grain and warehouse commission for the state
of Wisconsin and providing for licensing and regulating
warehouses and elevators and for the storage, weighing and
inspection of grain in the city of Superior and conditionally
at other terminal points in said state.’’

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate and
assembly, do enact as follows:

Public warehouse defined; when elevator or warehouse may
be excepted from provisions of this act. SecTion 1. Section
6 of chapter 19 of the laws of Wisconsin for the year 1905 is
hereby amended by adding at the end of said section 6, the
following: ‘‘provided, however, that the commission may,
whenever in its judgment the same is advisable, by reason of
weather conditions or because of rust, smut, blight or other
defects or by reason of competitive markets or inspection alffect-
ing the handling, storage, sale or other disposition of grain, give
written permission to any of said elevators or warechouses for a
period of six months at any one time. to mix the grain of dil-
ferent owners together, store different lots or parcels without
preserving the identity of each and issne warehouse receipts with-
