CHAPTER 385.

AN ACT to amend section 1548 of the statutes of 1898 as
amended by chapter 116 of the laws of 1899 and chapter 20
of the laws of 1905. relating to excise and sale of intoxicat-
ing liquors near public and parochial school grounds.

The people of the stuic of Wisconsin, represented in senale and
assembly, do cnact as follows:

Saloons near school grounds prohibited. Secrion 1. Sec-
tion 1548 of the statutes of 18938, as amended by chapter 116 of
the laws of 1899 and chapter 20 of the laws of 1905, is hereby
amended by inserting before the words ‘“no such license’” in the
sixth from the last line of said section, the words: From and
after June 30th, 1905, anything contained in any cily charter to
the contrary notwithstanding, and by inserting after the words
‘““any such liquors’’ at the end of the fifth [rom the last line of
said section, the words: in any building, booth or other place
for which a hicense is net 1n force on the 30th day of June, 1905,
within a distance of .i:ree hundred (300) feet of any public or
permanently established paroehial school grounds, said distance
to be measured upon the streels from the Loundaries of the
school grounds. Wheunever after January 1st, 1908. a list of all
of the parents and lawful guardians of the children enrolled as
pupils of any public school or permanently established parochial
school, ‘together with a remonstrance in writing signed and ae-
knowledged before a notary publie by a majority of such
parents and lawful guardians, is filed with the eily, village or

.town clerk, as the case may Le, describing cerlain premises for
which a license had previnusly been issued within three hundred
{300) feet of the grounds of said public or parochial school (the
distance to be measured as aforesaid) and demanding that no
license be granted for the sale of intoxicating liquors on such
premises, no such licerse shail thercafter be granted to any per-
son for the sale of such liquors on such premises. The fore-
going provision shall not apply to drng stores, hotels nor restau-
vunts actually establish:ed and maintained as snch prior to Feb-

ruary 1st, 1905. It shall be the duty of the eity, village or
_ town clerk, as the case may Dhe, to receive, file and record such
ist and remonstrance. Nor shall any such license be granted
Tor the sale of any such liquors, so that said section when so
amended shall read as folluows: Section 1548. Each town
board, village board and common council may grant license un-
der the conditions and resirictions in this chapter contained, 1o
such person as they deem proper to keep groceries, saloons or
uther places within their respectlive towns, villages or cities for
the sale of sirong, spirituous, malt, ardent or intoxicating
liquors. The sum to be paid for such license shall (subject to
the right to increase the same, as in this chapter provided,) be,
in towns having withiv their boundaries no city or village, incor-
porated or unineorporated, with a populaiion of five iundred or
more, one hundred dullars, and in all cities and viliages and
other towns, two hurdred dollars, except for registered phar-
maecists as in this chapter provided. The application for any
such license shall be in writing, and shall state the kind of li-
cense applied for and designate the premises where such liquor
shall be sold. All such licenses shall remain in foree until the
first Tuesday of July next after the granting thereof, unless
sooner revoked by the board or council granting the same; they
shall be attested by the town, city or village clerk, and shall not
be delivered until the applicant shull produce and file with the
clerk a receipt showings the payment of the sum required there-
for to the proper treasurer, and until the filing with the eclerk
of the bond provided for in section 1549. All town and village
boards and common councils, or the duly authorized ecommittees
of such councils, shall meet and he in session on the third Mon-
day of each June, and from day to day thereafter, so long as it
may be necessary, for the purpose of acting upon such applica-
tions as may be presented to them conformably to this chapter.
The population of any city or village shall be ascertained by the
last preceding enumeration by the state or general government.
From and after June 30th, 19035, anything contained in any cily
charter lo the contrary notwithstanding, no such license shall
be granted to any person or persons for the sale of any such
liquors in any building, booth or other place for which a license
i8 not in force on the 30lh day of June, 1905, within a distance
of three hundred (300 feet of any public or permanently cstab-
lished parochial school grounds, said distance to be measured
upon the sireels from the boundaries of the school grounds.
Whenever after January 1st, 1908, a Ust of «ll of the parents

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and lawful guardiens of the children enrolled as pupids of any
public school or permancnily established parochial school, lo-
gether with a remonsirvance in writing, signed and acknowledyed
before a nolary public by a majority of such parents and lawful
guardians, s filed with the city, villuge or town clerk, as the casc
may be, describing ceriain premises for which a liccnse had pre-
viously been issued wilhin three hundred (300) feet of (lhe
grounds of said public or parochial school (the distance to be
measured as afores¢id) and demanding that mno license be
granted for the sale of intoxicaling liquors on such premises, no
such license shall thereafler be granted to any person for the
sale of such liquors on such premiscs. The foregoing provision
shall not apply lo drug stores, holels nor resiauranis actualiy
established and maininined as such prior to February 1st, 190..
It shall be the duty of the city, village or town clerk, as the case
may be, {o receive, file and record such list and remonsirance.
Nor shall any such license be granted for the sale of any suci
liquors within a distonce of two and one-bhalf miles of the
erounds of the Wisconsin Veterans Home in the town of Farn-
ington, county of Waupaca, nor to any person who is the owner
or keeper, directly or indirectly, of a Louse of ill fame or house
of prostitution.

SecrioN 2. This act shall take effect and be in force from
and after its passage and publication.
