AN ACT to amend chapter 247, laws of 1882, as amended. enti-
tled ‘“‘an act to authorize Edward D. Brown, Thomas W. An-
derson, Anderson W. Brown, their heirs and assigns to build
and maintain a dam, piers and booms in and across Wisconsin
river in Lincoln county.

The pcople of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate and
asscmbly, do enact as follows:

Chapter
247, laws of 1882 as amended by chapter 253, laws of 18387 ; chap-
ter 143. laws of 1893; and chapter 272, laws of 1895 is amended
by adding thereto a new scetion to be known as section 2a, to
read: Section 2a. The assignee of the franchise granted herein,
its suceessors and assigns are authorizd to colleet, upon all logs
and timbers reccived, retained or stored in their booms, a rea-
