AN ACT to amend chapter 369, laws of 1905, making the same
secetions 11—26, 11—27 and 11—28 of the statutes, relating
to the election of delegates to national conventions.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate and
assembly, do enact as follows:

SECTION 1. Chapter 369, laws of 1905, is amended and made

Forgery of signatures. 3. Any person who shall forge
any name of a signer or witness to a nomination paper shall
be deemed guilty of forgery, and on convietion punished ac-
cordingly.

Nomination papers; penalty for not filing. 4. Any per-
son who, being in possession of nomination papers entitled to
be filed under this act, or any act of the legislature, shall wrong-
fully either suppress, negleet, or fail to cause the same to be
filed at the proper time in the proper offiee shall on convietion
be punished by imprisonment in the county jail not to exceed
six months, or by a fine not to exceed five hundred dollars, or
by both such fine and imprisonment in the diseretion of the
court.

General election laws applicable. SecrtioNn 11—25. The
provisions of the statutes now in foree in relation to the holding
of elections, the solicitation of voters at the polls, the challeng-
ing of voters, the manuner of conducting eclections, of counting
the ballots and making return thereof, and all other kindred
subjects, shall apply to all primarics in so far as they are con-
sistent with this act, the intent of this act being to place the
primary under the regulation and protection of the laws now
in force as to elections.

Liquor: sale or gift pemnal. Scction 11—23m. Any per-
son who shdll scll, give away or barter, any intozxicating liquors
on a primary election day the person so offending shall be pun-
ished by a fine of not less than five nor more than twenty-five
dollars or by imprisonment in the county jail not to cxceed
thirty days, or by both such fine and imprisonment.

National convention. delegates: election expense; alter-
nates. SecrioN 11—26. 1. There shall be chosen at an elee-
tion held in each precinet of the state on the first Tuesday of
April in each yecar in which electors for president and vice
president of the United States are to be elected, delegates to
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the national convention of each party. to nominate candidates
for president and vice president.

2. Except as herein otherwise provided, such clections shall
be noticed, held and conducted and the results canvassed and
returned in the same manner that elections of judges of the
supreme and ecircuit courts are noticed, held and econdueted and
the results canvassed and returned. The cxpense incurred in
the preparalion for or conducting such elcction shall be paid in
the same manner and by the same officers as in the case of said
judicial elections.

3. The four candidates for delegates-at-large of each political
party, receiving the highest number of votes, shall be the dele-
gates-at-large. * * *

4. The two candidates for delegates of each political party.
in each congressional district, receiving the highest number of
votes shall be delegates from such district. * * *

5. It shall be the duty of the state central committee of each
political party between the holding of such election and at least
fifteen days prior to the holding of the party national conven-
tion, to meet and clect four alternate delegates-at-large and two
alternate delegates from each congressional district.  Said
meeting shall be called by the chairman of the party state cen-
tral committee, upon at least tem days’ notice.

Nomination papers; parties must file. Section 11—27.
1. Nominations for candidates for delegates shall be made by
nomination papers, in the manner provided by law for nomina-
tion of candidates to be voted for at a general election.

2. No political party shall be entitled to participate in ‘the
rlection of delegates unless nomination papers have been filed
with the secretary of state as provided herein.

Ballot form; alphabetical order; method of voting; des-
truction of blanks; void votes. Section 11—28. 1. An of-
fictal ballot shall be printed and provided for use at each vot-
tng precinct in the form provided herein and anncxed hereto.
The mames of all candidates for delegates for whom mnomina-
tion papers prescribed shall have been duly filed, shall be printed
thereon.

2. Said official ballot shall be made up of the several party
tickets, arranged dalphabetically according to party name, all

of which shall be securely fastened togcther at the top and
folded, provided that there shall be as many separate tickets
as there are partics entitled to participate in scid election.

3. The names of all candidates shall be arrzioyed alphabetic-
ally according {o surname under the appropriate tille and under
the proper party designation upon the party licket.

4. After preparing his ballot, the elector shall detach he
same from the remaining tickets and fold it so that its face
will be conccaled and the printed endorsements and signatures
or initials thercon seen. The remaining tickets attached to-
gether shall be folded in like manner by the clector who shall
thereupon, without leaving the polling place, vote lhe marked
ballot forthwith and deposit the remaining tickets in a separate
ballot box to be marked and designated as the blank ballot bor.

3. Immediately after the canvass the inspectors shall, with-
out cxamination, destroy the tickets deposited in the blank bal-
lot boxz.

6. Whenever any elector shall vote for more than four dele-
gates-at-large his vote shall not be counted for any of such dele-
gates. Whenever any elector shall vote for more than two dis-
trict delegates his vote shall not be counied for any suck dele-
gates.

7. The official ballot for the election of delegates to the na-
tional convention shall be in substantially the same form marked
‘(‘4.”
