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elected, and all votes for either of them for any office, except 
a judicial office, given by the legislature or the people, shall 
be void. IN° person shall be eligible to the ounce of judge 
who shall not at the time of his election, be a citizen of the 
United States and have attained the age of twenty-live years, 
and be a qualified elector within the jurisdiction for whicii 
he may be chosen.

' JOINT _RESOLUTION NO. 35. 

For the appointment of commissioners to represent Wiscon-
sin in the celebration of the centennial anniversary of the 
battle of Lake Erie to occur in 1913. 

WHEREAS, The Centennial Anniversary of the battle on Lake 
Erie, in which Commodore Oliver Hazard Perry and his gal-
lant men won a victory in the war of 1812, the fruits of 
which were of inestimable value, especially to Wisconsin as 
well as all the states bordering on the great lakes, will occur 
in 1913, and 

WHEREAS, The state of Ohio by action of executive and 
legislative authorities has formulated preliminary plans to 
celebrate this anniversary in a fitting manner by means of a 
historical and educational expositionat Put-In-Bay Island dur-
ing the summer of 1913, and has created . a board of commis-
sioners to carry said plans forward and to invite the coopera-
tion of the states bordering on the great lakes, several of 
whom have already accepted such invitation, and 

WHEREAS, The State of Wisconsin is greatly interested in 
commemorating this historical event. Therefore be it 

Resolved by the senate, the assembly concurring, That the 
Governor be and hereby is authorized to appoint a commis-
sion of five members coinposed of citizens of Wisconsin 0 
consult and cooperate in this eW - erprise with the commis-
sioners from Ohio and sneh other states as may participate in 
the proposed celebration. The commissioners thus appointed 
shall serve withou compensation, and make report to the 
Governor of Wisconsin relative to the progress of the objects 
in view, prior to the session of the legislature in the year 1911.
