AN ACT to create section 13m, of chapter 72, of the laws of
1897, relating to a deputy clerk for the clerk of the muni-
ipal court at Racine. '

The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senale and
Assembly, do enact as follows:

SecTiON 1. There is added to chapter 72, of the laws of 1897,
a new section to read: Section 13m. In ecase of the sickness, tem-
porary absence or disability of the clerk of said court, said clerk
may, by order in writing, filed and recorded in said court, ap-
point a deputy to discharge the duties of said clerk during such
sickness, temporary pbsence or disability, who shall have all the
powers of said clerk while administering such office. In the
event that the disability of said clerk is of such a nature that
he is unable by reason of his physical and mental condition to
appoint a deputy, the judge of said ecourt shall make such ap-
pointment. Such person so appointed shall be known as the
*‘deputy clerk’’ of the said municipal court.

In Lakes Winnebago, Winne
conne, Butte des Morts, Little Llake Butte des Morts, Povgan,
and those parts of the Fox and Wolf rivers which connect said
lakes, the Big Wolf river up to the dam at Shawano, and For
river, there shall be no closed season with hook and line except
for black bass, Oswego bass, yellow bass, and sturgeon, and for
the above enumerated fish the closed season provided for in the

first paragraph of this act shall apply.
