CHAPTER 170. 
AN ACT to create sections 1636-32 1, 1636-32m and 1636— 

32n of the statutes, relating to the ventilation of manufac-
turing and mercantile establishments. 

The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senate and 
Assembly, do enact as follows: 

SECTION 1. There are added to the statutes three new sec-

tions to read: Section 1636 32 1. In factories, mills, work-
shops, mercantile or mechanical establishments, the windows 
shall be so arranged that they will permit of the sufficient cir-
culation of fresh air from the outside of the building during 
working hours, and shall be so constructed as to prevent direct 
drafts striking the employes working therein. Where the cir-
culation of fresh air cannot be satisfactorily secured through 
an arrangement of the windows, any system of ventilation may 
be installed that will keep the air therein free from substances 
and qualities injurious to the health or comfort of the em-
