limited for that purpose. If the assets received by the executor
or administrator, and which can be appropriated to the payment
of debts, shall not be sufficient he shall, after paying necessary
expenses of administration, pay the debts against the estate in
the following order:

1. The necessary funeral expenses;

2. The expenses of the last sickness;

3. Debts having a preference under the laws of the United
States; '

4. Wages due to workmen, clerks or servants which have been
earned within three months before the date of the death of the
testator or sntestate; not to exceed three hundred dollars to each
clatmant ;

* # * 5 Debts due to other creditors.

If there shall not be assets enough to pay all the debts of any
one class each creditor shall be paid a dividend in proportion
to his claim; and no creditor of any one class shall receive any
payment until all of those of the preceding class shall be fully
paid.

CHAPTER 18.
AN ACT to authorize the city of New London to construct and
. maintain a bridge across the Wolf river in said city.
The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senate and

Assembly, do enact as follows:

SEcTiON 1. The city of New London is authorized to construct
and maintain a foot and wagon bridge over and across the Wolf
river to connect Shawano street with Dorr street in said city,
and for the purpose of constructing and maintaining such bridge,
said city may erect piers, drive piles, sink cribs, and build ap-
proaches in said river and on the banks thereof.

SectioN 2. The bridge authorized to be constructed shall be
provided with a suitable draw in the channel span of said bridge
for the passage of boats, and said draw shall be maintained in
good repair and working order by the said city of New London.
Said bridge shall be constructed at such height over the water
line of said river and shall generally be so constructed as not
to materially interfere with the navigation of the waters of said
‘Wolf river.
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SectioN 3. Said bridge shall be constructed according to
plans approved by the Secretary of War of the United States.

SEcTION 4. This act shall take effect and be in force from and
after its passage and publication.

No. 289, A.] [Published April 18, 1911,
CHAPTER 19.
AN ACT to empower cities of the first class to build and maintain
public lavatories.
The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senale and

Assembly, do enact as follows:

SectioN 1. All cities of the first class, whether organized un-
der the general law or special charter, shall have authority to
build public lavatories, and provide for the maintenance of the
same by making a small charge for the use thereof, and for tow-
els or other supplies, or to provide for the maintenance thereof
by letting privileges to shoe shining stands, cigar stands, news
venders or other enterprises suitable therefor, or said cities may
provide for the maintenance of the same out of the general city
fund.

SEcTION 2. Any such city shall have authority to erect such
public lavatories by making appropriation from the general city
fund according to law, or by the sale of bonds for that purpose,
and any such city is hereby given authority to issue and sell
bonds to cover the cost of the construction of the same.

SectioN 3. This act shall take effect and be in force from and
after its passage and publication.
