CHAPTER 360. 
AN ACT to amend sections 1210k and 12101 of the statutes, re-

lating to the liability of certain corporations for special assess-
ments for local improvements. 

The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senate and 
Assembly, do enact as follows: 
SECTION 1. Sections 1210k and 12101 of the statutes are 

amended to read: Section 1210k. The property of every coun-
ty, city, village, town, and school district within this state, and 
of every corporation, company, or individual operating any rail-
road or street railway, telegraph, telephone, electric light, or 
power system, or doing any of the business mentioned in chapter 
51 of the statutes of 1898, and of every other corporation or com-
pany whatever, shall be in all respects subject to all special as-
sessments for local improvements and certificates and improve-
ment bands therefor may be issued and the lien thereof enforced 
against such property in the same manner and to the same extent 
as the property of individuals. Provided that such assesaments 
shall not extend to the right, easement, or franchise to operate 
or maintain railroads, street railways, telegraph, telephone, or 
electric light or power systems in streets, alleys, parks, or high-
ways. The amount represented by any certificate or improve-
ment lumd issued as aforesaid shall be a debt due personally 
from such corporation ., company, er individual, payable in the 
ease of a certificate when the taxes for the year of its issue are 
payable, and in the case of a bond according to the terms thereof.

Section 12101. The officers now authorized by law to collect 
and receive the same from individuals shall have full power to 
receive and collect all such special assessments in the same man-
ner as the same are now collected from individuals, and in addi-
tion thereto such officers shall have power at the direction of the 
proper authorities of the city or village making such special.
