CHAPTER 406.

AN ACT to ereate seetion 959—113 of the statutes, authorizing
cities of the second. third and fourth elass to aequire lands
beyem! their Hmits for cemetery purpeses.

The people of the State of Wisconsin, representcd in Scnale and
Assembly, do cnact as follows:

SectioN 1. There is added to the statutes a new section to
rend: Section 959—113. 1. Every city of the second, third and
fourth class, whether incorporated under the general charter or
under a speeial charter, may condemin any lands beyvond the
iimits of such city for publie cemetery purposes; provided, that
damages may also be allowed to owners of Lands adjoining that
taken for cemetery purposes,
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2. The proceedings for such condemnation may be taken and
conducted by any such city in the manner provided in subchapter
i7, of chapter 40a, of the statutes, and of the several acts
amendatory thereof, and in cure such ¢ity is incorporated under
a special charter it may also take and conduet such proceedings
in the manncr preseribed in ard by its special charter,

CHAPTER 407.
AN ACT to ereate sectien 141sm of the statutes, relating to the
publie health.
The pcople of the Ntate of Wiseopsin, renrisentod {n Scnate and

Assembly, do enact as follows:

SectioNn 1. There is added (to the statutes a new sestion to
read: Fectien Tilem, 10 Spitting upon the sidewalk or cross-
walk of any publie strcet, avenue, park. publie square or plaee,
or upcn the floor of any hall in any tenement house which is used
in commen by the tenants thereef, or upen the floor of any hall
or office in any hotel or ledging-liouse which is used in common
by the guests thereof. or upon the floor of any theatre, sehool-
house, church, stere, foctory, or of any building which is usel
in common by the publie, or upon the floor of any railroad car
or street ear, or upon the tloor ot any depot or station. or upon
the station platform of any railvosd er other common carrier. s
hereby forbidden.

2. The corporations or persons ovning or having the manage-
ment or control of anv such building, store, factory, railroad
car or street ear, or any depct. station, or statirn plantform, are
hereby recuired to koep permancntly pested in each of said
places a sufficient number cf rotices forbidding spitting upon the
floors anrd calling attention to the provisions of this section.

3. The eorporations or persirs owning or having the manage-
ment or control of such huildines stores, factories, depots, sta-
tions. smoking ears and smcking compartments are heveby re-
quired to provide sufficient s proper veeptacles for expect-
oration, and #lso to provide {or th cleansing and dicinfection of
said receptacles at least once every twenty-four hours.

4. Any violation of any of the provisious of this act or failure
or neglect to comply with said provisions. shall be punished by
a fine not execeding two hundred dollars, or by imprisonment
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
