CHAPTER 462.

AN ACT to amend section 127a of the statutes, relating to com-
missioners for the promotion of uniformity of legislation in the
United States, and making an appropriation therefor.

The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senale and
Assembly, do enact as’ follows:

SEcTION 1. Section 127a of the statutes is amended to read:
Seetion 127a. 7. Within thirty days after the passage and pub-
Iication of this act the governor shall appoint three commission-
ers, who are hereby constituted a board of commissioners hy the
name and style of ‘‘Commissioners for the Promeotion of 'ni-
formity of Legislation in the United States.”” The term of office
of each such commissioner shall he three years from the first
Monday-of June in the year in which he is appointed ; provided.
that the terms of the commissioners first appointed under this
act shall be for one, two and three yéars, respectively. from the
first Monday of June, 1909. Vacancies shall be filled for the

residue of the unexpired term.

T'hc commissioncrs are awthorized to ap-
proprigle annually one huidrcd dollars of said sum lo the na-
tional conference of commissioners on uniform state laws, Any
balance remaining at the cad of any year may be ccpended by
the commissioners diring Lie wesl cnsuing year.

5. Said board shall vepoit to ile gevernor before the time
fixed for the meeting of the legislature, an veceunt of its trans-
actions and its advice and recom:nendations to the legislature,
which report shall be communicated to the legislature by the
governor,
