AN ACT to amend seetion 14953--1, and to repeal subsection 2,
of seeticn 149851, of the statutes, and to repeal chapter 419,
of the laws of 1909, appropriating certain moneys derived from
fishing licenses to the commissioners of fisheries.

The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senate and

Assembly, do onact as follnes

Secrion 1. Seetion 1498—1 of the statutes is amended to-
read:  Section 1498—1. 7. All moneys sent to the state treasur-
er in payvment of hunting and fishing licenses, except as provided
in sections 1498v and 1498w of the statules, and all moneys sent
to the state treasurer by any game warden as the proceeds of any
sale of confiseated fish or game shall he * * * {furned into
and become a part of the gencral fund, and all moneys now in
the state treasury credited Lo the unting leense fund, shall be
bervied into ond beeome a part of the general fund.

2. The appropriafions hercetofore made for maintaining a
fish and game depariment sh-1l not in any fiscal year exceed the
emavnt poid into the stale freasury in payment of hunting and
fshing Necners and ox the procceds of the sale of confiscated fish
and game.,

3. There is annually appropriated fo the state commissioners
of fisherics, out of any moneys in the slatle frevsury not other-
wise approprevted, the sum of sirty thousand dollors annually

for the maintaining and opcrating of state fish hatcheries.

AN ACT to create section 1862h of the statutes, providing for
the forfeiture of street railway companies’ franchises and
permits.

> shall fail, for a period of five ycars, to operate its cars for regular
passenger serviee over any street in any eity, village, or town,
upon which a franchise or permit shall have been granted it. the
common council of such eity, the village board of such village.
cr the board of supervisors of such town, may by a two-thirds
vote declare such franchise or permit forfeited as to the street
or portion thereof so neglected; provided that tracks upon any
street, not exceeding two hlocks, used for switching and emer-
