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corporation; and every executor, administrator, guardian, as-
signee for creditors, receiver or trustee shall represent the shares
of stock in hLis hands at all meetings of the stockholders and may
vote thereat as a stockholder.

SectioN 2. There is added to the statutes a new seetion
to read: Section 1774n. No amendment to the articles of any
corporation, increasing the eapital stock, shall be filed unless ac-
companied hy the affidavit of the president and secretary that at
least one-half of the capital stock, including the proposed in-
crease, has been duly subseribed and at least twenty per centum
thereof actually paid in. The aforesaid officers and any other
officer or stockholder consenting to the incurring of any debt
or lalility by such corporation, while having knowledge that
less than one-half of the authorized capital stock has heen sub-
seribed or that less than twenty per centum thereof has been
actuallv paid in, shall he personally liable upon the same.

Sectioxn 3. This act shall take effect and be in forece from
and after its passage and publication.

AN ACT to amend section 3374 of the statutes, relating to the
ereetion and maintenance of mill dams in non-navigable
streams.

SectioN 1. Section 3374 of the statutes 18 amended to
read:  Section 3374, Any person mayv. erect and maintain &
water mill and a dam to raise water for working it upon and
across anv stream that is not navigable in fact for any purpose
whatsocrer npon the terms and conditions and subject to the re-
gulations hereinafter expressed. v

Sterion 2. This aet shall take effect and be in force from
and after its passage and publication.
