CHAPTER 601.

AN ACT to amend section 1494—47, to create section 1494—47a,
to amend section 1494—48, to create section 1494—48a, and to
amend sections 1494—49, 1494—50, 1494—51 and 4405a of the
statutes, relating to fire wardens, and the preventing and ex-
tinguishing of forest, marsh and swamp fires.

The people of the State of Wisconsin, represcnted in Senate and
Assembly, do enact as follows:

SectioNn 1. Section 1494—47 of the statutes is amended to
read : Section 1494—17. The state forester shall also be state fire
warden, and the assistant state forester shall be assistant state
fire warden * * * The chairmen of the town boards of the
diffcrent towns in the state shall be the town fire wardens for
their respeclive towns, end the superiniendents of highways for
the different road districts within the different towns shall be as-
sistant town fire wardens for their respective towns. * * *
The state fire warden shall give the necessary instructions to

* * * g4ll fire wardens and supervise the execution of their
work.

SecTioN 2. There is added to the statutes a new section to
read: Section 1494—47a. The state fire warden shall have
general charge of the fire warden force of the state, and shall
have authority to mass such fire warden force as may be avail-
able at any special point to suppress fires. In cases of energency,
or when a town shall have no highway superintendents, or the
town shall he unusually large, the state fire warden may, on re-
commendation of the town chairman, appoint, temporarily, need-
ed fire wardens, whose duties and authority shall be the same as
herein provided for town and assistant town fire wardens.

SecrioN 3. Section 1494—48 of the statutes is amended to
read: Section 1494—48. 7. Each * * * fire warden, be-
fore entering upon his duties, shall take an oath of office and file
the same with the state * * * fircwarden. All * * *
fire wardens shall take prompt and effective measures against
the spread and illegal setting of forest, marsh or swawmp fires
within their * * * towns and districts and shall have the
power of sheriffs to arrest without warrant for violations o! the
provisions of this act, and of any scetions of the statules reiading
to setting, failure to crtinguish or care of fires. They shai! hove
authority to call upon any able bodied citizen, in terrtioryv in
which they act, to assist in extinguishing forest, marsh, * * *
swamp and olhcer running fires in sueh manner as they nay
direct. * * *

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2. * * * Those assisting * * * ¢ither the town or as-
sistant town fire wardens in the eclinguishing of forest, marsh,
swamp and other fircs shall receive * * *  compensation for
their services * * * at not more than twenty cents per hour
for the time actually employed. * * *  The state forester is
authorized to approve for payment not to exceed fifty per cent

* * * of the clear proceeds of any fine collected in an

action brought for a violation of any of the provisionsof * *
*  sections 4405a or 4406 ¥ * * f the staiutes, relating to
setting, failure to put out or care of fires, where the evidence to
secure a conviction is furnished by a town fire warden, an as-
sistant lown fire warden, or any other person.

3. No payment shall be made lo any clatmant under this sec-
tion until he shall have presented an itenized account and made
oath or affirmation that said account is just and correct, which
account shall be auditcd and approved by the town board. The
lown board shall thercupon dircet the town clerk to tssue a war-
rant upon the town trcasurer for the sum to which such claimant
1s entitled, and the town trcasurer shall pay the same.

4. The copense of preventing or crtinguishing forest, marsh,
swamp or other running fircs by the lown or assistant town fire
wardens, and by those callcild upon by cither of said fire wardens
to assist them, shall be borne by the road district or dislricts
within which the copcense was incarrcd, and the superintendent
of highways of cach road districl, or if there is no such superin-
tendent then the town board, may lary and assess a tax for de-
fraying such erpense. Nuch tar shall be collecled in the same
manner as other tares, and such bar when so collected shall be
paid inlo the town trcasury from whicl such erpensc is paid.

Seerion 4. There is added to the statutes a new section to
read: Section I494—48a. 1. Each fire warden, appointed by
the state fire warden to act in case of emergency, shall receive
for his actual services rendered, two dollars per day, one-half of
which shall be paid by the county where such service is perform-
ed, and one-half by the state; and any employe engaged by the
state fire warden, or by any fire warden appointed by the state
firc warden to assist in preventing or suppressing forest, swamp,
marsh or other running fires shall receive for such services not
mere than twenty cents per hour, and said expense shall also be
paid, one-half by the county where such serviee is performed,
and one-half by the state.

2. No pavment shall he made to any elaiimant under this see-
tion until he shall have presented an itemized account, and made
oath or affirmation that said account js just and ecorreet, which
account shall he approved hy the county board, and audited by
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"the county clerk. The county elerk shall thereupon issue to
such claimant his warrant upon the county treasurer for the.
sum to which such elaimant is entitled, and the county treasurer
shall pay the same.

3. The county clerk shall transmit the original oath and eopy
of the warrant to the secretary of state, who shall audit such
claim, and one-half thereof shall be paid out of the general fund
of the state treasury by warrant issued by the secretary of state
upon the state treasurer in favor of the county which paid such
claimant, and such amount shall be forwarded to the county
treasurer of such ccunty. However, no county shall expend

more than five thousand dollars under this act in any one year.

SectioN 5. Sections 1494—49, 149450, 1494—51 and 4405a
of the statutes are amended to read: Section 1494—49. Any

*# * * fire warden who shall refuse to carry out the provi-
sions of * * * gection 71/914—18, or any able bodied citizen
who shall refuse to render assistance as provided by said seetion,
shall be punished by a fine of not less than ten or more than fifty
dollars, or by imprisonment in the county jail for not less than
ten days cr more than thirty days, or by both such fine and im-
prisonment.

Section 1494—50. Each (nwn fire warden and assistant town
fire warden shall post or cause to be posted conspicuously in those
parts of his town or district where fires are likely to oceur, all
notices furnished him for that purpose by the state * * #
fire warden. * * *

Section 1494—51. Every assistant {own fire warden, imme-
diately after cach firc within his * * * (djsérict shall for-
ward to the state * * *  fire warden and to the town fire
wardin a detailed repert of said tire, * * * The town fire
warden shall report fo the state fire warden, annually, on or be-
fere the first day of Peecmber, a summary of all forest fires
within their {owns or disiricls during the yeor and such other
matters as the state * * *  fire warden may direct.

Seaticn 4405a. 1. Whenever the town * * % bogrd of
any town * * * oouc it tuprident to set fires uwpom any
land within the foen or dshrich * % % they shall post or
cause to he posted * * F pctices in ¥ % % fae puhihe
places in cach township in such town or district forbidd ng ke
setting of * * *  fires therein, and after the posting of sueh
notiees no person shall set any fice upon anyv land in said town
or chislrict, exeept for warming the person or vooking food, undil
writtem permission has Feen received from ome of the fire wardens
of said town.
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2. All persons who start camp fires upon any land in this
state shall exercise all * * *  jnecessary precautions to pre-
vent damage therefrom, and shall entirely extinguish the same
before leaving them.

CHAPTER 602.

AN ACT to amend section 411—6 of the statutes, relating to
certificates to graduates from county training schools for
teachers.

The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senate and
Assembly, do cnact as follows:

SeEcTioN 1. Section 411—6 of the statutes is amended to read:
Section 411—6. 1. Any person who shall complete in a satis-
factory manuer the course of study prescribed for any county
training school, and who shall be of good moral character, shall
receive a certificate signed by the principal of the school and by
the members of the county training school board. Said certi-
ficate shall certify that the person named therein has satisfactor-
ily completed the course of study prescribed for the county train-
ing school, and is of good moral character; it shall also contain a
list of the standings sccured by the person on the completion of
each of the studies pursued in the school. Such certificate shall
have the force and effect of a third grade certificate issued by
the county superintendent of the county or district in which
the school is located, for the term of three years from the date
of its issue; provided, that in case the holder thereof has never
taught, or cannot furnish satisfactory evidence of having suc-
cessfully taught for at least one school year (seven months) in
the public sehools of this state, said certificate shall be of full
force and effect for one year only from its date of issue. When
satisfactory evidence of successful teaching for at least one year
(seven months) upon said training school certificate shall be
furnished to the county or district superintendent, said superin-
tendent shall remove the limitation, whereupon the training
school certiticate shall have the full foree and effect of a thind
grade teacher's certifieate for two additional years. Be it further
provided that in case the holdcr of a county teacher’s training
