CHAPTER 661.

AN ACT to repeal sections 9, 10 and 11 of the statutes, and to
create three new sections to be designated sections 9, 10 and
11 of the statutes, relating to re-apportionment of the state
into senate, assembly and cengressional districts.

The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senate and
Assembly, do enact as follows:

Sectiox 1. Sections 9, 10 and 11 of the statutes are repealed.

SectioN 2. There is added to the statutes a new section to
he designated and to read: Seetion 11, Until there shall be a
new apportionment, the members of the assembly shall be ap-
portioned among the several districts of the state as hereinafter
mentioned, and each district shall be entitled to elect one member
of the assembly.
