by imprisonment in the state prison not more than ten years 
or in the county jail not more than one year, or by fine not ex-
ceeding one thousand dollars, or by both such fine and imprison-
ment.

burglary with explosives.

Assembly, do enact as follows: 

SECTION 1. There is added to the statutes a new section to 
read: Section 4410m. 1. Any person who, with intent to com-
mit crime, breaks and enters, either by day or by night, any 
building, whether inhabited or not, and opens or attempts to 
open any vault, safe, or other secure place by nitroglycerine, 
dynamite, gunpowder, or any other explosive, shall be deenwd 
guilty of burglary with explosives. 

2. Any person duly convicted of burglary with explosives 
shall be punished by imprisonment for a term of not less than 
fifteen nor more than forty years. 

SECTION 2. This act shall take efieet and be in force from 
and after its passage and publieation.
