JOINT RESOLUTION NO. 33.
Relating to the Sherman anti-trust law.

Resolved by the Assembly, the Senate concurring, That our
United States senators and our representatives are requested io
introduce an amendment to the Sherman anti-trust law in their
respective houses, and to lend their aid in every reasonable maa-
ner for its passage, as follows: Provided. that this act shall not
be comstrued to apply to any arruncemcut, agreement or combi-
nation between the laborers made with a view of lessening the
number of hours of labor or increasing wages; nor to any ar-
rangement, agreement or combination mmong persons engaged in
horticulture, agriculture, dairying. live stock or poultry raising
made with a view of minimizing the expense of marketing horti-
cultural, agricultural or dairy produets, or live stock or poultry,
and, be it further
