JOINT RESOLUTION NO. 53.
Relating to the public seivices and death of IIonorable John
J. Jenkins,

The Honorable Johm . Jenkins, who was a member of this as-
sembly in 1872, died at his home in the eity of Chippewa Falls,
on Saturday, June 10, 1911,

Judge Jobn J. Jenkins was born at Weymouth, England,
Atgust 20, 143 When he was cight years of age, his parents
settled in Sauk county, Wisconsin, and in June, 1851, removed
to Barahoo, Wisconsin. Ilere he attended the eommon schools for
a few terms, but his edueation in the higher branches was ae-
quired mainly by his own clforts,

At the first call for troops from President Lincoln, Judge
Jenkins was only seventeen vears of age, but determined to
scrve his couniry,  Accordingly lie left home, though it was
against his parents® wishes, and enlisted in Company A, Sixth
Wisconsin Volunteers, o part of what was known as the *‘Iron
Brigade.””  IHis record as asoldicr is one that can be written of
but few men. e paritcipaicd inmany of the bloodiest battles
of the Aviny of the etomace, and remained at the front until
the nation he loved was saved.  The same fidelity to duty and

- the same unswerving patriotisin which charaeterized him as a
soldier, marked Lis private and publie hie

Returning to Baraboo in 1565, he was employed for several
vears as o raftsimmi on the Wiseonsin river, running timber
from Germantown and Grovd Pupids to Xt Louis.  After a few
vears he was made elerk of the civentt court at Baraboo.  Then
heean his education. e enpidoved is spare time in reading
and studying and lator tock up the study of law,  This he pros-
