JOINT RESOLUTION NO. 7. 

Relating to urging congress to pass the bill abolishing the use of 
phosphor in manufacturing matches. 

WHEREAS, There is now before congress a bill introduced by 
the Hon. John J. ENO), known as Bill No. 30,022, and

manufacturing of matches thereby doing away with the loath-

Requesting the secretary of state to notify the chief clerks of 
the senate and assembly the names of all registered lobbyists 
and interests represented by them. 
WHEREAS, It is desirable that the members of the legislature 

know who the registered lobbyists are and what interests are 
represented by them, and 

WHEREAS, It is impracticable for all of the members to ex-
amine the books in the office of the secretary of state; now, there-
fore, be it 

Resolved by the Assembly, the Senate concurring, That the sec-
retary of state be requested to report to the chief clerk of the 
assembly and the chief clerk of the senate the names of all reg-
istered lobbyists, designating the interests represented by each, 
and to report daily thereafter the names of all lobbyists reg-
istered hereafter and the interests represented by each.

JOINT RESOLUTION NO, 9. 

Endorsing the action of the United States House of Representa-
tives in selecting San Francisco as the site for the Panama 
Canal Exposition of 1915.
