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was reclected for four consecutive terms—1904—1906—1908, and
1910. He discharged his duties as a publie servant with courage
and unquestionable integrity. In his eight years of legislative
work he made himself invaluable as a representative to the
labor and socialist movements of the state, having assisted in
framing and enacting much of the progressive labor legislation
now on the statutes.

Edmund J. Berner lived an honorable life. He was a socialist
by conviction and, though ill health had marred his later years,
he labored zealously for its prineciples, the fulfillment of which he
firmly believed would banish hate and strife and inequality.
and bring pecace, plenty and happiness to all mankind. His
whole life was marked with a deep human sympathy for his
co-workers, and fellow citizens and he exemplified this not only
in words, but in deeds—in his whole life’s work. 1le did not
acquire wealth in carthly possessions, but he departed this life
rich in having from youth to his declining days ere death called
him, devotedly, loyally, and unselfishly scrved the cause of
social righteousness. He remained true to his class; though
gone his work and memory liveth. Therefore, be it

Resolved, That as a mark of respeect this legislature records
in this manner its appreciation of the services of Edmund J.
Berner to the state and to his eommunities. Be it further
