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liquors, the proceeds of such sale, after deducting the expense 
thereof, to be paid into the police pension fund of such city. 
Any such sale may be made in the manner provided by ordin-
ance of said city or as provided by law for the sale of persona/ 
property on execution issued out of justice courts, but sales of 
intoxicating liquors may be made for non-beverage purposes. 
only. 

SECTION 2. This act shall take effect upon passage and pub-
lication.

CHAPTER 150. 

AN ACT to amend section 1696 of the statutes, relating to in-
dorsement of assignee's consent. 

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate and 
assembly, do enact as follows: 
SECTION 1. Section 1696 of the statutes is amended to read: 

Section 1696. The assignees named in such assignment shall 
each, in the presence of the officer taking such bond, before de-
livering the copy of such assignment to said officer for the pur-
pose specified in the preceding section, indorse in writing on such 
copy their consent to take upon themselves the faithful discharge 
of the several trusts specified in the assignment, and that the 
said copy so indorsed by them is a true and correct copy of the 
original; and such officer shall indorse thereon his certificate 
that the same is a true copy of the original and of the whole 
thereof, and that the said assignees named in such original as-
signment did in his presence make the indorsement thereon as 
required by this section. Said true copy so indorsed, or a duly 
certified copy thereof may be recorded in the office of the register 
of deeds of any county wherein lands are conveyed by such as-. 
signment in the same manner and with the same effect as other 
conveyances; and any such record heretofore made is hereby 
declared to be and to have been legal and valid, and shall be 
receivable in evidence with the same force and effect as the record 
of other conveyances. 

SECTION 2. This act shall take effect upon passage and pub-
lication.
