AN ACT to amend section 1322m of the statutes, relating to the
strength of highway culverts and bridges.
The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senate and

Assembly, do enact as follows:

SEcTioN 1. Section 1322m of the statutes is amended to read:
Section 1322m. From and after the passage and publication of
this aect, no iron, steel, stone or conerete bridge or culvert of more
than * * *. sir feet in lensth of span shall be constructed
in any highway in this state unless it shall be designed, aceording
to standard engineering practice, to have sufficient strength to
carry, without planking, any load that may be driven or pro-
pelled upon, on or along such bridge or culvert, of not more than
fifteen tons, and no * * * <{ron, stcel, stone or concrefe
bridge or culvert of more than six feet in length of span shall be
repaired unless such repairs shall be of a substantial character,
strengthening such bridge or culvert as much as is practicable,
and shall at least leave such bridge or eculvert in such condition
that it shall have sufficient strength, * * * {o carry safely
the load for which it was originally designed. * * * No
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culvert of * * * “sir feet or less in length of span shall be
constructed or rebuilt unless such construction or rebuilding
shall leave such culvert in such condition that it shall have suffi-
cient strength to safely carry, without planking, any load that
may be driven or propelled upon, on or along such culvert, of
not more than eighteen tons. Nothing in this section shall be
held to prohibit the renewal of the stringers or planks of any
wooden floored iron or steel bridge wilhout making further re-
pairs, unless upon complaint, and for the public safety further
repairs are ordered by the state highway commission,

SectroN 2. This act shall take effect upon passage and publi-
cation.
