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CHAPTER 464.
AN ACT to vacate a cemetery in the village of Sharon, Wal-
worth county, Wisconsin.
The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senate and

Assembly, do enact as follows:

SecTioNn 1. A cemetery consisting of about two acres of
land situated in the village of Sharon, Walworth county, Wis-
consin, governed by what was known as the union cemetery
association and occupying what is described as lot' number
nine in block number three of citizens’ north side addition to
the village of Sharon, aceording to the recorded plat thereof,
which cemetery has not been used for burial purposes for a
number of years and has been for many years last past and now
is in a ruinous and abandoned condition, and all but about forty
bodies having been removed therefrom, is hereby vacated, and
the said village of Sharon, six months after this act becomes
effective, is authorized to remove the bodies from said cemetery
and place them in the Oakwood cemetery, situated in the town-
ship of Sharon, Walworth county, Wisconsin, and may there-
after sell at public auction to the highest bidder therefor the
lands which heretofore constituted the said union ecemetery
association of Sharon, Wisconsin, and devote the proceeds of
such sale, first, to the payment for the lots purchased in the
QOakwood cemetery; second, to the payment of the expenses of
removing the bodies from the union cemetery of Sharon, Wis-
eonsin, to the said Oakwood cemetery ; third, to the creation of a
trust fund in such sum as the board of trustees of the said
village of Sharon may deem necessary, the income from which
shall be used for the upkeep of the lots purchased in Oakwood
cemetery.

SecTioN 2. This act shall take effect upon passage and pub-
lication.

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CHAPTER 465.

AN ACT to create section 45.21 of the statutes, relating to the
recording of certificates of discharge of soldiers, sailors,
marines or nurses, who served in the war against Germany
and its allies.

The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senate ond

SecTioN 1. There is added to the statutes a new section t0
read: 45.21 Every soldier, sailor, marine or nurse who served
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
