SECTION 1. A new subsection is added to section 182.02 of the 

statutes to read : (182.02) (3) Any hospital corporation organ-
ized under the laws of this state without capital stock and the 
articles of which provide that no dividend or pecuniary profits 
shall be declared or paid to the members thereof, shall have the 
authority at any general or special meeting called for that pur-
pose to make provision for the payment of any outstanding bonds 
or indebtedness by the issuance of refunding bonds or other evi-
dences of indebtedness by the vote of a majority of the members 
present at such general or special meeting. A majority of such 
members shall have the power and authority to authorize the 
officers to retire the outstanding bonds or indebtedness of the 
corporation by the issuance of new bonds or evidences of indebt-
edness and also shall have the power to authorize the directors 
and officers to make provision for the borrowing of money to take 
care of necessary improvements in the buildings of the corpora-
tion or additions thereto when deemed necessary, and to issue 
corporate bonds or other evidences of indebtedness therefor and 
to secure the same by mortgage on the property of the corpora-
tion. 

SECTION 2. This act shall take effect upon passage and publi-
cation.

The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senate and 
Assembly, do enact as follows: 
SECTION 1. A new subsection is added to section 289.53 of the 

statutes to read : (289.53) (4) All moneys, bonds or warrants 
paid to, or to become due to any principal contractor or subcon-
tractor for public improvements shall be and constitute a trust 
fund in the hands of such principal contractor or subcontractor ; 
the using of such moneys by such principal contractor or sub-
contractor for any purpose other than the payment of all claims 
on such public improvement so far as such moneys will pay the 
same is hereby declared to be an embezzlement of said moneys 
punishable as provided by law in case of embezzlement.
