' CHAPTER 211.

AN ACT to amend subsection (3) of section 66.01 of the statutes,
relating to the filing of charter ordinances.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate and
assembly, do enact as follows:

SEcTiON 1. Subsection (3) of section 66.01 of the statutes is
amended to read: (66.01) (3) Every enactment, amendment or
repeal of the whole or any part of the charter of any city or vil-
lage shall be published as provided in section 10.43, shall be re-
- corded by the clerk in a permanent book kept for that purpose,
with a statement of the manner of its adoption, and a certified
copy thereof shall be filed by said clerk with the secretary of state.
The secretary of state shall keep a separate index of all charter
ordinances and shall on August 1, 1931, issue a cumulative list
of all charter ordinances filed prior to July 1, 1931, arranged
alphabetically by city and village and summarizing each ordi-
nance, and annually thereafter shall issue such a list of charter
ordinances filed during the twelve months prior to July 1.

SectioN 2. This act shall take effect upon passage and pub-
lication.

CHAPTER 212.

AN ACT to transfer certain actions and proceedings from the
county court of Trempealeau county to the circuit court of such
county.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate and
assembly, do enact as follows:

SkctioN 1. All actions and proceedings pending in the county
court of Trempealeau county under chapter 381 of the laws of
1917 at the time such chafpter 381 of the laws of 1917 was re-
pealed shall be transferred to the circuit court of Trempealeau
county. All public records involving such actions and proceed-
ings and all judgments, decrees and orders heretofore entered
shall be transferred to the clerk of the circuit court of Trempea-
leau county and shall thereafter be considered and treated as the
