The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate and 
assembly, do enact as follows: 
SECTION 1. Subsection (3) of section 26.08 of the statutes is 

amended to read : (26.08) (3) No lease shall hereafter be issued 
or any existing lease extended or renewed by the commission on 
any unsurveyed and unattached islands in inland lakes north of the 
township line between townships thirty-three and thirty-four north, 
and granted to the state by an act of congress, approved August 
22, 1912, entitled "An act granting unsurveyed and unattached 
islands to the state of Wisconsin for forestry purposes," except that 
the commission may extend or renew any such leases in existence 
June 25, 1925, to public, charitable, religious, educational or other 
associations not organized for profit, and except that the commis-
sion may extend or renew any such leases in existence June 25, 
1925, on islands upon which improvements have been made. 

SECTION 2. This act shall take effect upon passage and pub-
lication.
