CHAPTER 55.

AN ACT to amend subsection (1) of section 6.14 of the statutes,
relating to the registration of electors in counties of a popula-
tion of three hundred thousand or more.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senats and
assembly, do enact as follows:

SectioN 1. Subsection (1) of section 6.14 of the statutes is
amended to read: (6.14) (1) In every city, every incorporated
village, and every town, which according to the last preceding
United States census had a population of five thousand or more,
and in every city, village and town of less than five thousand in
counties having a population of three hundred thousand or more,
8 registry of electors shall be made in every election district there-
of. Such registration shall be applicable to all elections and all
primaries. Until the population of any city, village or town shall
have been determined by a United States census no registry shall
be held or taken therein, except as otherwise provided in this sec-
tion.

SecTioN 2. This act shall take effect upon passage and publi-
cation.

CHAPTER 56.

AN ACT to amend subsection (4) of section 133.07 of the stat-
utes, relating to contempt proceedings.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate and
assembly, do enact as follows:

SectioN 1. Subsection (4) of section 133.07 of the statutes is
amended to read: (133.07) (4) Whenever in any matter relating
to the violation of any such restraining order or injunction an
issue of fact shall arise, such issue, whether presenied in a civil or
a criminal proceeding, shall be tried by a jury, in the same man-
ner as provided for the trial of other cases. All contempt proceed-
ings, whether civil or criminal, brought for the alleged violation
of any such restraining order or injunction, are, and hereby are
declared to be independent, original, special proceedings, and shall
