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children, the mother or the incapacitated father, as necessary. In
the case of the death of a minor child not to exceed one hundred
dollars shall be allowed to cover the burial expenses of such child.
Aid pursuant to this section shall be the only form of public as-
sistance granted to the family, except medical and dental aid, and
no aid shall continue longer than one year without reinvestigation.

SecrioN 2. This act shall take effect upon passage and publi-
cation.

AN ACT to create subsection (9b) of section 59.08 of the statutes,
relating to a closing hour for places where soft drinks are sold.

A new subsection is added to section 59.08 of the
statutes to read: (59.08) (9b) Enact ordinances providing for a
specified closing hour for places where soft drinks are sold. Ordi-
nances, by-laws, or rules and regulations enacted by a county board
under this subsection shall not apply to any city or village in such
county which has or may hereafter by ordinance regulate and con-
trol places where soft drinks are sold.
