JOINT RESOLUTION 

Relating to an interim committee on economy in the state 
government. 

WHEREAS, A special joint committee was created in Joint Res-
olution No. 11, A., to conduct an investigation on the possibilities 
for reducing the cost of the state government, and said committee 
has conducted many hearings and investigated the functioning of 
various state departments, but has by no means completed its in-
vestigation; and 

W HEREAS, There is unquestionably much duplication of work 
in the state departments and a great many economies can be ef-
fected in the conduct of the state government without impairing 
its efficiency ; therefore, be it 

Resolved by the. Assembly, the Senate concurring, That an in-
terim committee be created on economy in the state government. 
Said committee shall consist of two senators and three assembly-
men who shall be appointed as are standing committees in the re-
spective houses. The members of the said committee shall re-
ceive no compensation for their services, but shall be reimbursed 
their actual and necessary expenses. The committee may employ 
such clerical and other assistants as may be necessary and fix 
their compensation, but shall not be authorized to make expendi-
tures or incur obligations beyond the allotment which may be 
made to the committee by the emergency board under the pro-
visions of chapter 407, laws of 1933 ( fill No. 421, S.). The 
committee herein created shall have authority to investigate the 
functioning of any department of the state government which it 
deems it advisable to investigate. It shall consider what duplica-
tions exist in the state service and how these duplications can be 
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eliminated. It shall further consider whether any functions now 
carried on by state department are unnecessary and can be elimi-
nated without impairing the efficiency of the state service. Fur-
ther, it shall consider whether any other economies can be effected 
in the state service which will not impair its efficiency. The men-
tion of these specific lines of inquiry shall not be deemed a limit-
ation, but the committee shall have authority to make any inquir-
ies and to consider any matters which it deems pertinent to the 
general question of economy in the performance of the functions 
of state departments. 

Upon the organization of this committee, all of the testimony, 
exhibits and records of the special joint committee created pursu-
ant to Joint Resolution No. 11, A., shall be transferred to and be-
come the property of the interim committee herein created. All 
state departments shall answer all inquiries and furnish all in-
formation which may be required by the said committee, and the 
failure of any officer or employe to furnish such information 
within his possession shall be cause for removal. 

The interim committee on economy in the state government 
shall report its findings with recommendations to this legislature 
at any special session, or in the event that no special session is 
held, shall make its report to the legislature of 1935, at the open-
ing of its session.
