CHAPTER 134.

AN ACT to create 59.08 (45) and 66.051 of the statutes, granting
powers to counties and municipalities to enaect blackout ordi-
nances.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate and
assembly, do enact as follows:

SrorioN 1. 59.08 (45) of the statutes is created to read:
(59.08) (45) Enact ordinances regulating blackouts (inelud-
ing uniform air raid signals), providing penalties for violations
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thereof, providing for the appointment and removal of air raid
wardens and specifying their powers, and providing for precau-
tionary measures to minimize injury to life and property and to
protect and care for persons and property in the event of an air
raid. T ' ‘

SecrioN 2. 66.051 of the statutes is created to read:

66.051 - Towns, villages and cities may enact blackout ordi-
nances and in that respect shall have the powers granted to coun-
ties by section 59.08 (45), but in case of conflict between loecal
and county ordinances, the county ordinance shall prevail.

There is appropriated from the general fund $7,500 to recon-
dition the silver service set used on the old battleship ‘‘ Wiscon-
sin’’ and aequiring additional pieces to complete the set, which
is to be presented to the United States Navy for use on the new
battleship “‘Wisconsin’’ to be launched in 1943. Expenditures
from this appropriation shall be on vouchers approved by the
governor,
