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accord with the rules and regulations established by the board
and not in accord with proper business practice as applied to
the business or profession of funeral directing and embalming.

(6) No licensed funeral director, * * * licensed embalmer,
or operator of a funeral establishment shall operate a mortuary
or funeral establishment located within the confines of, or con-
nected with, any cemetery. No licensed funeral director or
licensed embalmer or his or her employe shall, directly or indi-
rectly, receive or aceept any commission, -fee, remuneration or
benefit of any kind from any cemetery, mausoleum or erematory
or from any proprietor or agent thereof in connection with the
sale or transfer of any cemetery lot, entombment vault, burial
privilege or cremation, nor act, directly or indirectly, as a broker
or jobber of any cemetery property or interest therein.

CHAPTER 434.

AN ACT to amend 29.09 (7) and 29.10 of the statutes, relating
to resident hunting licenses.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate and

assembly, do enact as follows:

Secrion 1. 29.09 (7) of the statutes is amended to read:

29.09 (7) Of the fees paid for such licenses the county clerk
may retain ten per cent as compensation for his services to the
state, except that the clerk shall recewe 6 2/3 percent of the fees
paid for hunting licenses; the remainder he shall return to the
state conservation commission on the first day of each month,
with a report of the number of licenses issued by him during the
preceding month and the amount of money thus remitted. All
stubs of licenses issued and all unused license blanks shall be re-
turned by the county clerk to the commisgion at the close of the
year for which they are supplied.

Susorion 2. 29.10 of the statutes is amended to read:

29.10 Resident hunting licenses and deer tags shall be issued
subject to the provisions of section 29.09, by the county clerks
of the several counties upon blanks supplied to them by the state
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conservation commission, to residents of each county duly apply-
ing therefor who have resided in this state for at least one year
next preceding the application. The fee for each such license is
* % % £1.50. Such license does not grant the privilege of hunt-
ing deer unless the licensee is in possession of a deer tag which
shall be issued to him by the county clerk on application and the
payment of an additional fee of * * * $1. Of the proceeds
from the sale of each deer tag, 50 cents shall be used exclusively
for the acquasition of county-owned cedar swomps and the pro-
viston of winter feed for deer. The commigsion may cause such
tags to be issued through agents, but no commission to be allowed
for the sale of such tags. County clerks, issuing agent, or conser-
vation commission shall place the number of deer tag in upper
right hand corner of the hunting license. The sum of 50 cents
arising from the sale of each resident license, shall be used exclu-
swely for the acquisition, maintenance and administration of
public hunting and fishing grounds, and the adjustment and pay-
ment by the conservation commission of damages arising as a
result wn the operation of the same.
