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agree as to the amount of such chalges or upon what should be
allowed for the nse of sueh stre ay either party, on notice to the
other, may apply to any justice of the peace or the town chair-
man of such town to settle the same, who for that purpose may
examine witnesses on oath. If any amount shall be found due
to the finder, over the value of the use of such stray, the same,
with the costs, shall be a Tien upon such stray, and costs of such
adjudieation shall abide the decision of the justice. When acting
in awy case under this chapter a town chairman shall hove the
Swme powers as a justice of the peace and the law governing
justices of the peace and justices’ courts shall, so far us ap-
plecable, apply thereto.
