Secmion 1. 176.26 of the statutes is amended to read:

176.26 Liquor; BeEsr Axp ALE; Siir ForemobEn; 70 WHOM,
(1) When any persen shall, by cxcessive drinking of intoxicat-
ing ligunors, or fermented mall beverages misgpend, waste, or
legsen his estate s0 as fo expose himself or family to want, or the
- town, city, village or cointy to which he belongs to liability for
the support of himself or family, or so as thereby to injure his
health, endanger the loss thereof, or to endanger the personal
‘safety and comfort of his family or any member thercof, or the
safety of any other person, or the seeurity of the property of
any other person, or when any person shall, on account of the
use of intoxicating liquors or fermented mali beverages, beeome
- dangerous to the peace of any community, the wife of such per-
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son, the supervisors of such town, the mayor, chief of police,
