The people of the state of Wisconsin, repr esented m senate and

assembly, do enact as follows:

188.18 (1) of the statutes is amended to read:

‘188,13 (1) Any Red Arrow Club, eomposed exelusively of
persons who were members of the 32nd Division at any time
daving * * * World War T or male members who served
in the 32nd Dwision of the United States Army al any time
- in the period from October 10, 1940, to the termination of World
Wur II as proclgimed by the President or the Congress, or-
ganized in this state, shall have full corporate power to transact
business m this state and to take over the assets and liahilities of
the existing elubs in this state, upon filing with the secretary
of state a statement. of its intent so to de, and a full and eom-
plete list of its duly elected officers, and shall by so doing
- become a body corporaie,  Hach such ehib shall during each
succeeding year of its existence file with-the secretary of state
on or before January 1 of each succeeding year thereafter a like
st of its duly elected officers. No filing fee shall be charged by
the seeretary of state for so doing.

AN ACT to amend 14.30 (16) of the statutes, relating to the
audit. of claims for the return of prisoners. -
The people of the stale of Wisconsin, represented in semale and’
assembly, do enact as follows: ‘
14.30 (16) of the statufes is amended to read:
14.30 (16) Receive, examing, determine and andit claims, duly
certified and approved by the state department of public welfare,
“fromi the county clerk of any eounty in behalf of such county,
which are presented for payment fo reimburse such county for
certain expenses inenrred ot paid by it on and after July 1, 1937,
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in reference to all matters growing out of the return of escaped
convicts, from the state prison, prison for women, state re-
“formatory and the industrial home.for women * * * If
the gseervetary of state shall find sueh claimg correct and just
he shall draw his. warrant upon the state’ treasurer and the
treasurer shall pay the amount divected in the warrant and as
directed and out of the appropriation provided therefor. The
secretary of state may preseribe the form of elaim and the
information required thercin. Ixpenses as herein used shall
only include sueh amounts as were necessarily incurred and
-actually paid and shall be no more than the legitimate cost would
bie to any other county had the offense or erime occurred thevein.
Any inearceration pending arraignment and all commitments
prior te the final disposition of the prisoner charged with any
offense or erime referred to in seetion 53.01 (2), section 58.25
(4} and section 54.01 (4) and' (5) while in the county whose
courts have jurisdiction shall be in the institution, located in
such county, wherein the alleged crime or offerise was committec

., .and the warden- or superintendent of guch institution shall be

subject to the same laws and court orders as the sheriff of such
county would be in a eriminal case, and the officer who amests
“such prisoner or who shall have him in his custody before ar-
raignment shall forthwith deliver him to such 1nst1tut1on unlegs
he can. be the sooner arraigned.

AN ACT 1elat1ng' to compensation of certain legislative em-
ployes and making an appropriation.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, mpv esented in sefnate and
assembly, do enact as follows:

There is appmpnated from the general fund to the legislature
for the 1945 regular session, or any special session intervening
between the 1945 and 1947 regular sessions, & sum sufficient fo
provide a bonus of 50 cents per day to each employe paid from
the appropriations made under section 20.01 (5), (6), (7) and
(8) of the statutes, provided that the employe works céntinu-
