mitteil on each; and if any county treasurer shall fail to make

a~med forces of the United States at any time between August 
27, 1940, and the termination of World War II as proclaimed 
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by the President or the Congress ancl the husband or wife of 
such miTIor may execute in his or her own right, notes 01' mort­
gages, the payment of which is guaranteed or insured by the 
administrator of veterans' affairs or the federal housing' admin­
istrator under the provisions of the Servicemen's Readjustment 
Act of 1944 or the National Housing Act. Such notes or mort­
gages when so execute,] shall not be subject to avoidance by such 
mina!' or the husbap-d 01' wife of such minor upon either 01' both 
of them attaining tbe age of 21 because of the minority of either 
or both of them at the time of the execution thereof.

cure of bovine brucellosis (Bang'S disease), and for the pllTpOSe 
of equipment, livestock, land and other supplies as may be ·neces~ 
sary for the purpose of carrying on such study and research. 
"'rhe general fund shall he reimbursed for all expenditnres under 
this subsection from the, appropl'iation made on July 1, 1946, 
by section' 20.60 (3a).
