On July 1, 1945, $50,000, and on July 1, 1946, $50,000, as non­
lapsib\e appropriations {or tbe use of the college of ag'l'iculture 
for the study of and. reseal'eh into the causes, prevention and 
cure of bovine brucellosis (Bang's disease), and for the purpose 
of eql1jpme~t, livestock, land and other supplies as may be lieces~ 
sary for the purpose of carrying on snch study and research. 
'rhe general fund sha.ll be reimbursed for all expenditures under 
this subsection from the,appropl'iatioll made on July 1, 194.6, 
by section" 20.60 (3a). 

SEOTION 2. 36.215 (2) of tbe statutes is created to read: 
36.215 (2) The board of regents shall cause to be done, under 

the supervision of the clep..ll of the college of agriculture, research 
and experllllentatioll :in the control of bovine brucellosis (Bang's 
disease), at such points within this state as ~ay in its judgment 
be advisable. ' Such research shaH include studies of the relative 
value of methods controlling such cHsease, particularly" test and 
sla.ughter", calfhood va.ccination, adult animal vaccination, and 
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proper sanitary herd management, or various combinations of 
such procedures. Such research shall also include studies in co­
operation with the state board of health and the university school 
of medicine to determine if undulant fever is_ transmissible to 
humans through milk from bovine animals which have been vac­
cinated with Strain 19 Brucella vaccine. "1'0 facilitate sl~ch ,york 
contracts may be entered into with the owners of -not more 
than 100 herds of bovine animals of various classes for the super­
vised control of the animals therein and for the purchase of ani­
mals under conditions to be specified in such contracts which 
shall be retained fOl· control purposes. Payment for such ani­
mals shall be made out of the appropriation in section 20.41 (22).
