AN ACT to amend 59,04 (1) (a) of the statutes 1ela1:1ng to
meetings of the county board.

assembly, do enact as follows:

59.04 (1) (a) of the statutes is amended to read: ‘

59.04 (1) (a) Every county board shall * # . # hold an
annual meeting on the Tuesday next succeeding the seeond Mon-
day of November in each year at the eounty seat for the pur-
pose of transaeting business as a board of supervisors, provided
any county bowrd may by s rules establish an earlier dote dur-
ing October. or November for such annual meeting and may fur-
ther by ils rules establish regular meeting dates throughout the
yeur at which to transact general business as ¢ boord of super-
wisors, Such annuel meeting may be adjourned by the county
clerk, upon the written request of a majority of the members of
such hoard, to stch a day as is desxgnated in such request, but
not less than one week nor more than 3 weeks from the said I'nes-

‘day next suceeeding the * # % said Monday of November.
_Upon such adjournment being made, such clork shall give each

member of the board writlen motice of the time to. whlch the -
annual meetmg has been adjourned.
