DECLARATION OF LEGISLATIVE INTENT. The purpose
of this section is to promote the public health, safety and the
general welfare of the community and the regulations authorized
to be made are designed to lessen congestion in the streets and
highways and flIl‘ther the orderly layout and use of land; to
secute gafety from fire, panie and other dangers; to promote
health and the general welfare; to provide adequate light and
air; to prevent fhe overcrowding of land; to avoid undue eon-
cenfration of population; to facilitate adequate provision for
transportation, water, sewerage, schools, parks, playgrounds and
other public requirements; to facilitate the further resubdivision
of larger tracts into smaller pareels of land. The regulations
provided for by this section shall be made with reasonable con-
sideration, among other things, of the character of the county
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
