the ballots as chairman, a town clerk, a treasurer, én'assessor (2
or 3, if the town board at their last meeting before such election
shall have so ordered), so many constables, not exceeding 3, ag’
. shall have been ordered by the last preceding annual town meet-
ing. In all eounties whick contain a population of not less than
500,000 such election shall be held biennially on the first Tues-
day tn April in the even-numbered years, and town officers shall
hold office for 2 years.
