AN ACT to amend 351.30 (4) of the statutes, 1ela,t1ng to payment
in the order for support of children.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, vepresenied in senate and -
assembly, Y, do enact as follows:

3561.30 (4) of the statutes is amended to read:

351.80 (4) Before the trial, with the consent of the defendant,
or at the trial, on entry of a plea of guilty, or after convietion,
instead of imposing a penalty hereinbefore provided or in addi-
tion thereto, the 'court in its discretion, having regard to the gir-
eumstances, and to the financial ability or earning capacity of
the defendant, shall have the power to make an order, which shall
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be subjeet to change by the eourt from time to time, as cireum-
statices may require, direeting the defendant to pay a certain
sum weekly, semamonthly, monthly, or as the circumstances may

permit, for a period not exceeding 2 years, to the wife or to the

guardian, ecurator or custodian of the said minor c¢hild or children,

or to an organization or individual approved by thie eourt as.trus-.

tee; and shall also have the power to releagse the defendant from
eustody on probation for the period so fixed, upen his or her en-

tering into a recognizanee, with or without surety, in such sum as

21.705 ' PHYSICOAL DISABILITY oF VETERANS NOT 10 DISQUATIFY
ror PUBLIC EMPLOYMENT; WHEN: "An honorably discharged
veteran of any war participated in by the United States who hag
suffered a physical disability as a diveet vesult of his military or
naval service during such war ghall not on that account be barred
from employment jn any publie position or employment whether
under state, county or municipal civil service or otherwise, pro-

vided that the licensed physician making a physical examination’

of such veteran for the public employer shall certify that such
applicant’s disability will not materially handicap him in the
.performance of the dutics of the position for which he is making
application.
