100.07 MLk PAYMENTS; KAUDITS. (1) "Whenever petitions
signed by more than 60 per cent of the producers of milk deliv-
ered to any dairy plant or petitions signed by more than 60 per
cent of the producers comprising any municipal milk shed shall
be presented to the department asking for the audit of payments

- to producers, the department by investigation and publie hearing

shall determine the facts in support.of and against sueh petition = -

and render its decision thereon. The department by order shall
define the plants and areas affected. All persons receiving from
~ producers in,any such plant or area milk any part of whieh is
used for fluid distribution shall keep adequate records of all pur-
chases and all usage or disposition'of milk and shall make reports
thereof as preseribed by the department. The department shall
have free access to such records and shall after entry of such
order aundit the receipts and usage or disposition of milk and
~ cream at intervals sufficiently frequent to keep the producers in-
formed for bargaining purposes.

(2) Itach such person shall deduet from the priee to producers
an amount sufficient to administer this section, to be the same for
all, ‘and not to exceed one-half cent per 100 pounds of milk re-
ceived or its equivalent. Amounts so dedueted are trust funds
and shall be paid to the department.

(3) Whenever petitions signed by more than 51 per cent of
the producers of milk delivered to any such plant or in any sueh
municipal milk shed shall be presented to the department asking
for disfeontinua.nce of such aunditing service, it shall promptly
hold a public hearing to determine the sufficiency of such peti-
tions, and 'if it shall appear that the required number of persons
have so petitioned, the auditing serviee shall be ordered diseon-
tinued. Plants and areas now being audited by the department
- shall continue to receive such serviee until an order of disecon-

tinnance is macde as herein provided. ‘
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"(4) Authorized officials of any orgamization whose members
are producers delivering millt to any sunch plant or in any such
munieipal milk shed may sign petitions for such auditing service
or for the discontinuance thereof for and on behalf of the plO-
ducer membels of such organization.

(5) 'Any person who violates this section by failing to pay to
the department the deductions required by this section, or by
failing to make or to keep the required records or reports, or
by wilfully making any false entry in such records or reports,
or by wilfully failing to make full and true entries in such rec-
ords or reports, or by obstrueting, refusing or resisting other
than through judicial process any department andit of such ree-
ords, shall be punished by a fine of not more than <{;100 or by Im-
prisonment in the county jail not more than 6 months, or by both
such fine and imprisonment.

(6) Adtion to enjoin violation of this section may be com-’
menced ‘and prosecuted by the department in the name of the -
state in any court having equity jurisdietion, : .
