AN AC'l' providing for the con veyallce of certain lands to the 
United' States in-trust for the 1I1:e1101111nee tribe of Indians. 

The people' of the state of Wisconshl'J 1'cp1'esented h~ ,~enatc 'and 
({.ssentbly, do enact as follows: 

SI<JCTION 1. The state of 'Viscollsin hereby qnitclaims, bar­
gains, sells, giants, conveys, releases and relinquishes unto the 
United Sta.tes of America. in trust for the )\fcnominee tribe of 
Indians, their Sllccessors and assigns, the entire interest, rig'ht, 
title, claims and demands of the state of \ViSCOllSill in and to the 
following described lands 1viUlin the present boundaries of the 
l\ienomiilee Indian reservation, to wit: All the S'iyamp and- bver­
ftowecllands in all the legal subdivisions the greater part of which 
were wet and unfit for cllltjvation as of, September 28, 1850, 
lying ~yithin townships 29 and 30, north, rltllge 13 east, town­
ships 29 and 30 north, range 14 east, and townships 28, 29 and 
30 north, range 15 east in Shawano county, and townships 28,' 
29 and 30 north, range 16 east in Oconto count.y, 'Visconsiu. 

SEc'rION 2. The foregoing eonveyance shall be effect.ive upon ,) 
pres~ntatioll and delivery to the state treasurer of ,Visconsin of 
a check of the United States in the amonnt of $1,590,854.50. 

SBC'I'ION 3. In the event the secretary of the interior of the 
United States expresses his' unwillingness in _wiiting to accept 
the foregoing' 'conveyance by payment as))l'('scribed in SECTION 
2, then the commissioners of public lands shall, and hereby are 
directect forthwith to execute a deed in the form and manner set 
forth in SECTION 1 of this act and deliver it to the secretary 
of the interior in exchange for the sum of $1,590,854.50, in­
accor(lanc'e with the offer of. the commissioners of public lal.lds 
dated April 14, 1944, and accepted by the secretary of the in­
terior on June 26, 1944. ' 

SElC'I'ION 4. ·In the event th.at any member or members.of the 
commissioners of public lands shall refuse to execute snch con­
veyance such ,member or members who shall so refuse shall, in 
addition to being subject to other remedies, be pel'sonally)iable 
to the normal school fnnd for the interest lost to said fund dur­
ing the time of his or their refusaJ, to be caJculated at the_ a-ver­
age rate earned by saW fund during the last year for. which 
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complete statistics are available, a11(l to be recovered in the name 
of the state of vViscbnsill as for a coillmon debt. Said interest 
shall he computed from- the clate that the secretary of the .interior 
of the United States gives viIl'itten notice of unwilHngness to 
accept the foregoing conveyance. The salary clue any commis­
sioner or commissioners against whom action' shall be taken, as 
herein provided, shall be subject -to attachment, gal'11ishment or 
setoff for any sum or SlllllS which may be lost to the llormal school 
fund hereunder.

AN ACT to amend 182.14 (1) and 182.19 (1); to renumber 
182.19 (3) to be 182.19 (4); mid to.ereate 182.19 (3) of the 
statutes, relating to shares of corporate stock and payment of 
dividends. ' 

The people of the state of W1:sconsin, 1'cpresC'Jltecl i'Ji s-enate and 
assmnbly, do enact as follows: 

SECTION 1. '182.14 (1) of the statutes is amendecl to I'ead: 
182.14' (1) Any corporation, including' a public service l cor-

poration, lUfty, if so provided in its articles of incorporation or 
in an amendment thereof, issue shares ·of stock (other than stock 
preferred as to dividencls 01' prefB1;red as to its clistributive share 
of the assets of the corporation or subject to l'edClliption at a 
fixed price) without any nominal 01' pal' value. Every share o.r: 
such stock 'without nOllliiwl 01' par ,'alue shall be.equal to every 
o'ther 8,hare of snch stock, except that the articles of incOl'poratioll 
may provide that such stock shall be divided into different classes 
'with such designations and voting powers or restrictions 01' quali­
fications thereof as shan be stated therein, hut all such stock shall 
be s'ubol'dinate to the preferences given to preferred stock, if. 
~my. Such stock lllay be issued by the corporation from time to 
time for snch consideration of money or of ,property or services 
valued in terIDS of money, as may he fixed from time to time by 
the boarel' of directors thereof, pursuant to authority conferred 

. in the articles of incorporation, or by the organizers prior to the
