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person making the complaint for the costs of the action, and pay­
ment of the same may be enforced by exepution against the body 
as in tort actions. 

(3) When any person licensed or registered by the board of

sional conduct, the clerk of the court shan file with the board of 
llleclical examiners a certified copy of th~e information and of the 
ve~'c1ict and judgment, and upon such filing the boai'cl shall re­
voke 01' suspend the license or certificate. The action of the board 
in revoking or suspending sneh license or· ,certificate ma.y be re­
viewed in the manner provided in chapter 227.

The 
election for thc village or villages, city 01' cities shall be conducted, 
the votes canvassed in the manner provided, for village or city 
elections j and the election for the town territory shall be con­
ducted,and the votes canvassed in the manner provided for town 
elections. If the outlying tel'ritor:r is ill more than one town, 
the election for the part in each town shall be conducted 
separately. 

(b) The ballots shall be provided by the clerks and shall be so 
printed -as to plainly indicate how the electors may vote. The 
proposal shall not be deemed adopted unless a majority of the 
ele.ctors voting in the territory outside of the village or villages, 
city 01' cities and a majority of the ejectors voting in the village 
cl' villages, oity 01" cities shan vote for the high school dist"iot.
