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(2) The diagnostic center shall be, so administered as to fnr­
nish a complete physical and me~tal inventory of each individual 
committed to the care and custody of the department of ,puplic 
welfare, thereby assuring cOlTIp1itment to the institution best 
suited to caTO for his particular case, development of the most 
effective curative 01' rehabilitative procedures in such case, and 
the most effective coordination of all the institutional facilities 
provided by 'the state. For the purposes of coordination between 
thc department of public welfare and thc medical school of the 
university an administrative committee is created to be composed 
of the president of the university, the chairman of ti,e state board 
of public welfare, the dean' of thc medical school, and the director 
of the department of public welfare.

72.02 (1) Where the person or persons entitled to any ben­

eficial interest in such property shall be the husband, wife, lineal 
issue, lineal ancestor, brothel' or sister, 01' a descendant of a 
'brothel' or sister of the decedent, a wife or widow of a son, or 
the husband, of a daug'l;ter of the decedent, or any child legally 
adopted ,. " ., or any child to whom such decedent for not 
less than 10 years prior to such transfer stood in the mutually 
acknowledged l'f'lation of a parent, provided, however, such 1'e'­
lationship beg'an at or before the child's fifteenth birthday, and 
was continuous for said 10 years thereafter, or' any li'neal issue 
of snch adopted or mutually acknowledged child, at the rate of 
2 per centum of the clear value of such interest in such property, 
The fM'1ns lineal issue, lineal ancest01', b1'other, siste1', descendant, 
son and daughte1' shall include sllch relationship established 
through s1tch legal adoption.
