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AN ACT to create 23.14 (7a) of the statutes, relating to ])zwments
for disabled conservation wardens,

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate and
assembly, do enact as follows:

28.14 (7a) of the statutes is created to read: . -

2314 (7a) Any eo_nserva.tioil warden leaving the state con-
servation warden serviee for any eause whatsoever prior to his
eligibility for retirement under the provisions of section 23.14
shall receive from the conservation warden pension fand all
amounts he has paid into the same. In the event any conservation
warden becomes deceased prior to his eligibility for retirement
under the provisions of section 23.14, all amounts he has paid into
the congervation warden pension fund shall be paid to his heirs,
