306 (1)
and (5) and 60.307 (2) of the statutes, relating to town sani--
tary distriets.

Smerrow 1. 60.305 of the statutes is repealed'and recreated to

read : T :

60.305 CO\E\IISSIONERS ' APPOINTMENT, QUALII‘ICAT[ONS TERM,
Pay. When a town sanitary district shall have been established -
in territory lying within 2 or more towns, the town board of the
town containing the largest assessed valuation of taxable '
property of the distriet therein, shall within 60 days after the
effective date of this section appoint or provide for an election
for the purpose of selecting 3 town sanitary distriet commis-
sioners. Commissioners shall be appointed or elected for a term
of 2 years and shall be reappointed by the town board or elected

- at the regular town election. If the commissioners have been

appointed and a change to election .of the commissioners be re-
quested by -a petition submitted to the town board of the town
eontaining the largest assessed valuation of taxable property in
the distriet, the petition to be signed by at least 10 per cent of
the qualified electors of the district, the designated town hoard
shall call a special election for the proposed eleetion of ecommis-
stoners within 60 days from the date of receipt of the petition.
Any vacancy may be filled by appointment for the remainder of
the unexpired term. The salary, if any, of the commissioners.
shall be fixed by the town board. Where all the territory of a
town sanitary distriet lies within one town, the town board may
by -a two-thirds vote constitufe itself as ex officio the commis-
sioners of the town sanitary disiriet. In the event the town board
does not constitute ifself as ex officio the commisstoners of the
town sanitary distriet, then such town shall at once provide for
appointment or election of 3 sanitary commissioners as provided
in this seetion. All sanitary district commissioners shall be
property owners and regidents of the sanitary distriet,

SEction 2. 60.306 (1) and (5) of the statutes ave amended to -

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60.306 (1) The town sanitary distriet commission hall have
charge of all * # # affairs of the town sanitary distriet. Such
commission shall organize by electing one of its members presi-
dent and another secretary, and may provide * % % g eor-
porate 'seal of the town sanitary * * * (digtriet, The secre-
tary shall keep & separate record of all procecdings and minutes
of #_* % eelings and hearings. The seeretary shall at the
‘end of each fiscal year, such yewr fo correspond with the fiscal
year of the town wn which the sanitary district 18 locuted, submit
to such tovwn board a report showing o complete oudit of the
financial transactions covered by this fiseal period and the report
shall bé wncorporated in the annnal report of the town containing
the largest assessed valuation of tuwable property in the district.
The treasurer of the town having the largest assedsed valuation
- of tazwuble property within the distriet shall aet as treasurer of
the district, and shall furnish such additional bond as the com-
mission may reguire. Where the town board constitutes the
# % ¥ ganitary distriet commission the chairman of the town
shall act as president and the town eclerk shall act as secretary.

{6) Any such town sanitary distriet may proeceed under sec-
tion 66.06 (22) to establish sewer rentals or sewerage serviee
charges for all or any of the purposes provided under said section”
together with all subsequent amendments thereto, and all pro-
‘wisions of section 66.06 (28) so far as applicable shall apply to
sueh town sanitary districts.

Seorion 3. 60.307 (2) of the statutes is amended to read:

60.307 (2) Every such resolution shall be offered and read at a
meeting of the commission at which all the commissioners are
present, and shall be published in a newspaper having a eircula-
tion within said district and published within the county in which
such district is established, sueh resolution to he published not
less than twice during the 30 days next following such reading,
and the conumission shall cause copies of such resolution to be
posted in not less than 3 public places within such district for a
period of 30 days next following such reading, and in order to be
effective such. resolution shall be passed at a meeting of the com-
missioners at which all members are present” * * *  No
sueh resolution shall be finally passed within a period of 10 days
- from the first publication or the date of posting thereof. When
any such resolution shall be passed, it shall be recorded by being
- copied at length in a record hook kept for that purpose. _
