29.29 (4) TOXIC INSECTICIDES. No person shall cast, de-
posit, throw overboard, dust, spray, diffuse or otherwise dis-
perse any toxic insecticide in any form either by hand or from
any apparatus, airplane, boat, vessel, eraft, antomobile or other
equipment in forest and noncrop areas in amounts suffleient. to
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be of ‘possible danger to the health of persons or wild animals.
The amdunts of the various types of insecticides which may be
dangerous shall be established by rules and regulations issued
Jjointly by the conservation commission, the state board of health,
and the Wiseonsin department of agriculture. The conservation
commission, upon recommendation of the department of agri-
culture and the state board of health, is authorized to issue Der-
mits for use of larger amounts where it is established that no
serions hazards are involved or for experimental purpose.

1. That the boundary between the State of Michigan and the
