AN ACT to create 366.20 of the statutes, relating to the report-
ing of certain deaths and providing a penalty.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented i semte cmd
assembly, do enact as follows:

366.20 of the statutes is ereated to read:

366.20 REPORTING DEATHS REQUIRED ; PENALTY. (1) All physi-
cians, authorities of hospitals, sanitariums, institutions (publie
and private), eonvalescent homes, authorities of any Institu-
tion of a like nature, and other persons having knowledge of
the death of any person who shall havé died under any of the
following ecircumstances listed below, shall immediately report
such death to the sheriff, police chief, or coroner of the eounty
wherein such death took place: :

(a) All deaths in which there are unexplained, unusual or
suspicious circimstaneces.
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(b) Al homicides.

(e) Al suicides.

(d) All deaths following an abortion.

(e) Al deaths due to poisoning, whether homieidal, suicidal
or aceidental. . '

(f) All deaths following accidents, whether the injury is or
is not the Primary cause of death.

(g) When there is no Physician in attendange.

(h) When a Physician refuses to sign the death certificate.

(2) Any person who shall violate this section shall be pun-
ished by a fine of not less than $5, nor more than $200, or by
imprisonment not lesg than 30 days nor more than 3 months,
