(d) Such notes shall be signed by the same officers as are
required by law to sign municipal bonds and shall earry on
the face thereof the provisions of the resolution authorizing
the same or a digest thereof or a reference to the same so that
it can be readily located; and such notes shall be the general
obligation of the eity issuing them.

(e) Before such loan or any extension note is made, the
governing body of such eity shall adopt and record a resolu-

- tion specifying the purpose or purposes of the amount of the
loan or of the constituent portions thereof or that the mote.
is an extension note, the annual installments, the rate of in-
terest, and levying a direct annual tax sufficient to pay each
installment, with interest thereon, as it becomes due and pay-
able. Such resolution shall be adopted by a three-fourths vote
of the members elect of such governing body. Such tax for
each of such years after receipt of the horrowed money, shall
become and continue irrepealable, and shall be ecarried into
the tax rolls of the year preceding the installment payment
year to the extent necessary to pay that installment payment
with interest, and collected as other tazes are collected.

(f) The city comptroller shall keep, maintain, and preserve
an adequaté and correet register aceount of all mnotes issued
and all payments and other transactions relating thereto.
